Where: Bartley Ranch Regional Park, Reno, Nevada
Cost: $50.00 per 10’ x 10’ space

All vendor spaces are 10’ by 10’, located outdoors on grass behind the Western
Heritage Information Center at Bartley Ranch Park. Special accommodation may be
made for those needing a concrete surface. Those will be allocated on a first-come
first-served basis as available.

Vendor set-up is from 8:00 a.m. to 10:00 a.m. on Saturday morning. Teardown is
6:00 p.m. to 7:00 p.m.

Sales are open from 10:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m., Saturday only.

Vendors are to provide own table, chairs, table coverings, and canopy. Washoe
County Parks restricts staking of canopy poles and other objects into the grass to
protect the underground irrigation. If utilizing a canopy, the poles should be
weighted using sandbags or 5-gallon buckets filled with water or other such
weighting options.
